Call to Order and Prayer

Acceptance of Minutes from 3/21/10
The minutes from 3/21 were distributed and discussed.  A motion was made by Joe Frisella and seconded by Dot Latham to approve the 3/21 minutes. Motion passed unanimously.

Ratification of Senior/Junior Warden Positions and Treasurer
A motion was made by Rob Kerr and seconded by Joe Frisella to elect Beth DiPanni as Senior Warden, Sue Raesner as Junior Warden, and Steve Bucci as Treasurer.  Motion passed unanimously.

Junior Warden Report
Volunteers are needed to work in the community garden at St. Augustine’s.  A recommendation was made to publish this in the Newsletter and Weekly Service Bulletin as soon as Sue has the date to begin working.

Casey said that Food Pantry money could be used to purchase tools, plants, etc., since the produce will be supplying our food pantry.
Senior Warden Report

Rector’s Report
Katy Tetreault declined our invitation to fill the vacant Vestry seat.  We will begin looking for another candidate.

Casey led a discussion about additional ways that St. Peter’s, St. Augustine’s and St. John the Devine could do things collaboratively to continue the positive energy among us.  Some of the ideas included pulpit swaps, parishioner swaps, lecture series, parish events (summer bash, etc.).  
Beth suggested that the parish secretaries share the church events.

Casey and Beth visited St. John the Devine on Palm Sunday and met with the Wardens to discuss the possibility of opening a conversation similar to the one we had with St. Augustine’s.  

Fine Arts Appraisal
Casey presented the proposals for two fine arts appraisals. The appraisal by Peter Sorlien estimated 42 hours at a cost of approximately $7,500.  The Liz Clement appraisal estimated 20 hours at a cost of approximately $4,000. Most members felt it was important to spend some money to determine exactly what our possessions are worth.  

A motion was made by Steve Bucci and seconded by Robb Kerr to accept the proposal  by Liz Clement to appraise the fine arts at St. Peter’s. 
Casey told the Vestry that URI offers free storage in their archives for historic documents.  Once the documents are placed in the archives, URI owns them. However, the public has free access to the documents.  Casey is going to ask Joan Gray Anderson to look into this storage possibility for St. Peter’s.

Treasurer’s Report
Steve Bucci reported that the budget is on track and there is nothing outstanding that needs to be addressed. 

A motion was made by Joe Frisella and seconded by Dot Latham to accept the Treasurer’s report.  Motion passed unanimously.

Council Reports
